Offensive/hygiene waste – waste (not including sharps) whose collection and disposal is not subject to 

special requirements to prevent infection risks.  This may include dressings linen, disposable clothing 

and items used to contain and dispose of urine, faeces and other bodily secretions, or healthcare 

wastes that do not fall within European Waste Code 18 01 03 definitions.  Includes disposable 

bedpans or bed linens, incontinence pads, stoma bags etc.
