This can help you and the parent/s or family you live with by providing practical ideas to help you all 

to try and work out a solution so you don’t have to leave home. 

Generally, for people leaving home, it is a major decision and requires careful thought and 

planning. 

This is one of the biggest causes of homelessness in Southwark and in England, so it is vital that 

you explore your options first and check your entitlements..
